Our Purpose

Sandy Kelly, Volunteer Center board member, UPS employee and community volunteer, worked with many young people on a variety of volunteer projects and saw their needs, their contributions and their potential.  Partnering with the Volunteer Center, she designed a mentoring program linking UPS, an area high school and many non-profit organizations.   Unfortunately, in November 2001, Sandy suddenly passed away leaving a void in our community.  

In order to recognize and continue her work and perpetuate her support of young people, the Volunteer Center and UPS have established the “Sandy Kelly/UPS Youth Volunteer Scholarship Award”.  A Youth Volunteer Recognition Committee will select a youth volunteer, nominated by an area agency, to receive the scholarship to further his/her continuing education goals.  This award will be presented at our Breakfast for Champions event each year.  

Eligibility

This award is available to a high school senior who has made a meaningful volunteer contribution to the community.  They must be nominated by a non-profit 501©3 agency serving the greater Lehigh Valley.

Process

Nominations of outstanding youth volunteers may be submitted to the Volunteer Center of the Lehigh Valley.  Official nomination form (attached) must be used.  Limited supplementary materials will be accepted (maximum 5 pages).  The Youth Volunteer Recognition Committee will carefully review nominations, utilizing the criteria listed below, and determine the winner.  The winner’s agency will be notified before the Breakfast and the winner will attend the Breakfast for free.
DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION OF FORMS IS March 9, 2012.

Criteria

The following criteria are utilized in reviewing and judging the nominations for “Youth Volunteer Scholarship” Award.

1. Nominees

Nominees must be a high school senior selected by a 501©3 agency serving the greater Lehigh Valley community.

2. Achievement

The nomination must reflect the actual accomplishments achieved through the volunteer service beyond graduation requirement.

3. Community Need

The voluntary community service must address unmet human, educational, or environmental needs or public safety issues.

4.  Ongoing Involvement

The voluntary community service could be hands-on and ongoing or a one-time activity of outstanding service.
