Bird Feeder Project
 Supplies

· pine cones

- string (yarn or twine)
· peanut butter

- plastic knives
· bird seed

30 medium size pine cones require about 36 ounces of peanut butter and a small bag of bird seed.

Directions

Attach a string to the top of the pinecone by wrapping the string around the top of the pinecone and knotting it. Make sure there is enough string on each end so that you can later make a loop to tie the pine cone to a tree branch, fence, bush, etc. Then have the children coat their pine cone in peanut butter. Make sure the pine cone has enough peanut butter so that the bird seed will be able to stick. Place the bird seed on a paper plate and let the children roll their pine cone in the seed until it is covered with an even coating. Holding the pine cone by the strings, take it outside and hang it up. We contacted our local Audubon Society, which was able to provide us with information on best locations to hang our feeders as well as guides to watching bird activity in the following weeks.
Light Switch Covers

Supplies

· switch covers /wall plates
· paint pens

Directions

Using the paint pens, decorate the switch cover/wall plate with energy conservation messages, such as “Remember to turn out the lights!” with a picture of a smiling light bulb. Install the new wall plate to help remind everyone to conserve energy.
If you don’t want to use a wall plate, you can also cut one out of cardboard or foam and place it over the existing wall plate with double stick tape.

Supplies

· cardboard or foam 
- double stick tape or poster tabs
· ruler


- coloring supplies
· scissors

Directions

Measure your current wall plate and cut out a cardboard or foam one for the children to decorate with energy conservation messages. Then tape the new wall plate to help remind everyone to conserve energy.
